Purpose

The purpose of this document is to describe the impact of the steps executed during content activation on
Business Process Monitoring and the migration of BPMon solutions from Solution Manager 7.1 to 7.2. Each step
that affects BPMon during the preparation for content activation and content activation are explained in detail.

Post content activation activities that need to be carried out to use BPMon productively on the Solution Manager
7.2 system are also described in this document.
