When using Disclosure Management for ESEF reporting, the system will generate an iXBRL instance and 
Preview file 
However, when submitting the filing to your regulator, this needs to be done in a Taxonomy package, see

REMARKS AT VERSION 2.0 
 
Some regulators (e.g. Dutch AFM https://www.afm.nl/en/over-afm ) do not require the iXBRL previewer file, 

nor the .xbrl instance and only want the iXBRL instance (the HTML file) 

Also, the naming convention may be different ï rather than using ñsap-yyyymmddò format, some regulators 

require ñsap-yyyy-mm-ddò (i.e. include the dashes) and the suffix for the instance needs to be.xhtml (and not 

.html) 

Please adjust your file accordingly

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Preparations and assumptions  
 
In this document I will refer to the (fictional) company Marc BV (www.marc.nl) based in the Netherlands, and 
we will file with the ñAutoriteit Financi±le Marktenò (https://www.afm.nl/nl-
nl/professionals/registers/meldingenregisters/financiele-verslaggeving ) 
 
In all examples where you see references to this company, you need to use your own details. 
 
In order to go through all steps, you need the following 

¶ Fujitsu Xwand Taxonomy Editor, which can be downloaded from SAP Portal. See details 

¶ An XML editor. A good tool is Notepad++ (see: https://notepad-plus-plus.org/ ) 
 
 
You also need to have created an instance and previewer file, based on your own extended taxonomy. 
 
The instance used in this example, is ñmarc-20191231.htmlò

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Procedure  
 

1. Create a folder called ñ2978717ò and extract the sap_2017.zip to it 

Note: these folder names are simply suggestions 

  

 

2. Create a folder called <company>  

Copy the ñinstanceò, ñpreviewò and extended taxonomy files into it 
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TIP: you can also copy the base taxonomy files into this folder (the http and https folder)

This will make opening loading the instance a lot faster (local caching) and also avoids this type of error 

if you do not have access to the internet

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3. Open the file marc-20191231.html with XML editor 

 

4. Search for the line ñxlink:href=marc-20191231.xsdò 

 

5. Replace this with xlink:href=www.marc.nl/xbrl/marc-20191231.xsd
